Points and Subsidies 
 

o The Film Development Cell shall act as the Nodal Agency for providing incentives for 

feature films/TV Series/Web series and OTT projects and any other feature 

films/documentaries as per the provisions of the Policy. 

 

o Ad films and TV commercials would not qualify for the points and subsidies. 

 

o Film makers must take the CBFC certifications, for theatrical release of films.  

 

o For OTT release, the project must be released on any of the following OTT platforms 

like Netflix, Amazon Prime, Zee 5, Sony liv, Disney hotstar, Voot, MX Player, ALT 

Balaji. This list would be revised from time to time in the operational guidelines. 

 

o If only the pilot of a web series or web film is shot in Delhi, production agency will not 

be eligible for the subsidy. 

 

o For all shoots, only qualified below the line budget will be entertained for subsidy. 

 

o Delhi Tourism will release the subsidy amount to the film producer within 90 days, after 

the film release.  

 

o Eligible crew includes make-up artists, costume designers, hairdressers, set 

designers, electricity and lighting technicians, spot boys, assistant directors, and any 

other relevant role decided by the Film Development Cell. 

 

o Qualified Below The Line Production Cost includes expenditure related to pre-

production, production incurred for and during filming/shooting and post production, 

borne in Delhi by the Film Production Agency.  

 

o Eligibility for subsidies starts from date of notification of Delhi Film Policy 2022. 

 

o Subsidies shall be granted, based on the number of points earned on a scoring system 

as defined below:

• Subsidies to Indian films including all regional films and foreign films will be based 

on the points scored in the scoring system. The maximum achievable points are 

40/44 (depending on Indian/foreign film production) and minimum eligible points 

are 20.
